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0113121 Introduction to Special Education. (3 CRD)

The course aims to teach students on the history of teaching children with special needs,
which has a great importance in framing the theory and practice of the field. Further,
the course teaches the concepts of special education and of children with special needs
and the correlations between the two. The course goal is to provide a general view of
the types of disability that include mental retardation, visual impairment, hearing
impairment, physical impairment, emotional and behavioral disorders, learning
disability, and communication disorders. Moreover, the course highlights the causes of
each disability condition and the methods of providing educational services for each
disability condition. Finally, the course discusses modern trends in dealing with children

with special needs.
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0113122 Learning Disabilities (3 CRD)

This course aims to teach students the concept of learning disabilities and its
characteristics. The course includes the concept of learning disabilities, classifications,
prevalence, theoretical models, causes, and diagnosis using standardized and non-

standardized tests. Moreover, the course discusses in details specific learning disabilities
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of memory, perception, attention, oral language, mathematics, reading, and writing.
The course discusses different strategies in teaching children with specific learning

disabilities.
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0113211 Behavior Modification (3 CRD)

The goal of this course is to teach students behavior modification and other
concepts and terminology in the field. Moreover, the course aims to teach students the
foundations, basic principles and characteristics of behavior modification. The course
includes behavior: its concept and assessment. The course emphasizes methods and
strategies of changing behavior. Other emphases are cognitive behavior modification,

generality of behavior, and ethics of behavior modification.
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0113251 Behavioral and Emotional Disorders (3 CRD)

The course aims to introduce students to the concepts of emotional and behavioral
disorders, normal and abnormal behaviors, and criteria for abnormality. The course
includes classification, causes, characteristics, and conceptual models of behavioral
disorders. The course provides examples of some behavioral problems and their
treatments. Moreover, the course provides a review of the current status of emotional

and behavioral disorders in Jordan.
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0113252 Visual Impairment (3 CRD)

The course aims to teach students about the causes and diagnoses of visual
impairment. The course includes definition, classification, causes, prevention, vision
physiology and process, early intervention, and effects of visual impairment on
development. Additionally, the course discusses family and teacher rules, curriculum
and assistive devices, teaching methods, and the current status of services for individuals

with visual impairment in Jordan in detail.
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0113253 Mental Retardation (3 CRD)

The course aims to teach students the causes and diagnoses of mental
retardation. Further, the course includes the concepts of mental retardation, prevalence,
causes, classification, and prevention. The course provides methods and strategies for
treating and teaching children with mental retardation; curriculum; and modern trends

in teaching children with mental retardation.
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0113254 Hearing Impairment (3 CRD)

The course aims to teach students about the definition, classification, and causes

of hearing impairment. The course includes the distinctive features, prevalence,
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prevention, characteristics, diagnoses, assessment, and evaluation of hearing
impairment. In addition the course discusses the psychological, social, and familial
eftects of hearing impairment, communication strategies, educational methods,

inclusion, and the current status of hearing impairment services in Jordan in detail.
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0113255 Inclusion of Children with Special needs (3 CRD)

The course aims to provide a comprehensive description of inclusion and its
terminology such as: Normalization, deinstitutionalization, least restrictive
environment, school for all, and social and educational inclusion. Additional discussion
of laws and regulations should be included. It provides detailed discussion of educational
alternatives and inclusion strategies related to each alternative, side-by-side with

inclusion curriculum.
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0113351 Physical and Healthy Impairments (3 CRD)

The course aims to teach students about the concepts, the causes, the
classification, and the prevention of physical and health impairments. The course
includes definitions, types, causes, classifications, prevention methods, prevalence
measures, and effects of different types of physical and health impairments. Moreover,
the course discusses special consideration that should be taken into account in classroom
and school environment. Other discussions include teaching instruments, early
intervention, rehabilitation, inclusion, employment, and the current status of services in

Jordan for individuals with physical and health impairment.
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0113355 Early Intervention (3 CRD)

The course includes the basis, history, rationalizations, and models of early
intervention. Additionally, the course discusses laws and regulations related to early
intervention. The course teaches students about prevention, screening, diagnoses,
programs, instruction methods of early childhood disabilities. The course emphasizes
developing communication skills of pre-school teachers with families of children special
needs and how to implement them in guiding and training them. Then, the course
discusses modern trends in the field of early intervention and international programs in

early intervention.

In addition, students will
study modern and evidence-based practices methods and strategies in teaching each

category of children with special needs these skills.
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0113359 Curriculum and Instruction in Special Education (3 CRD)

The course includes methods
of how to counsel individuals with special needs and their families. It also includes
strategies to prompt positive family interactions with different disabilities. Further, it

includes a detailed discussion about family needs.
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0113425 Developmental Psychology (3 CRD)

The course aims to teach students about the concepts, the features, the
principles, the prerequisites, the factors of development. The course includes the
concepts, the features, the domains, the prerequisites of development through life-
spans. Further, the course discusses the theories of development and factors aftecting it;

disabilities, behavior disorders, and gifted and talented).
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NYEes Speech and Language Disorders (3 CRD)

The aim of this course is teach students about the different types and diagnoses of speech
and language disorders. The course includes definitions, natural development, different
types, distinctive characteristics, diagnoses, therapeutic, and educational programs of
speech and language disorders. Further, it includes teacher’s rule in detecting and

treating speech and language disorders.
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Teaching Mathematics to Students with Special Needs
(3 CRD)

0113457

The aim of this course is to provide students with specific strategies in assessing
and diagnosis of mathematics problems exhibited by children with special needs. In
addition, the course teaches students how to build and select curriculum based on those
needs. The course will provide students with specific strategies in teaching essential
mathematics skills that include number-concept, counting, addition, subtraction,
multiplication, division, basic algebra, problem solving, and math-story problems. The
course will provide students with modern and evidence-based practices in teaching

different categories of children with special needs of these skills.
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SRREYL) Issues and Trends in Special Education (3 CRD)

The purpose of this course is to discuss the most current issues and trends in
the field of special education. The course includes academic and social inclusion;
legislation and rights of children with special needs; personnel in the field of special
education; and labeling and classification of children with special needs. Further,
detailed discussion about screening and diagnoses of children with disabilities,

prevention of disabilities, and emerging issues in the field of special education.
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0113492 Practicum / Special Education (12 CRD)

The goal of this course is to transfer theory into practice dealing and teaching

children with special needs. Further, the course aims to expose students to current
practices in the field of special education for all categories of disability. The purpose is to
help students acquire skills to teach children with special needs through implementing
theoretical knowledge inside the classroom also the course intends to help student
translate theoretical knowledge in the field of special education in order to develop the

needed skills teaching children with special needs of all categories.
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Physical Education for Students with Special Needs
0113154
(3 CRD)

This course discusses the concept of physical education (PE) for children and students
with special needs, its importance, goals, instructional methods, and strategies (general
and specific) in teaching physical skills and activities. The course teaches how to modity
PE for these students with consideration of their abilities and weaknesses, and the use of
specific instructional instruments and strategies (visual or auditory). In addition, the
course discusses the importance and the use of evaluation in the field of PE. Finally, the
course covers current educational issues in the field of PE for students with special

needs.
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113213 Principles of Psychological and School Health (3 CRD)

This course aims to introduce students to the concepts of health psychology and
its importance, aspects, symptoms, and methods. Also, it aims to introduce students to
the concepts of adaptation and its elements, forms, and aftecting factors. Besides that, it
aims to introduce students to the levels of psychological life, daily psychological
problems like depression and conflict, how to face the psychological problems, and the

roles of family and school in child health psychology.
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«1132vA CHILDHOOD PSYCHOLOGY (3 CRD)

This course aims to introduce students to the concept of childhood psychology,
its importance, its methods, the affecting factors, general laws in development,
development theories, development requirements, development stages and forms.
Besides that, this course aims to introduce students to development issues and methods
of facing them, local and international regulations of child rights, the roles of family and
school in developing child personality and how to use that in learning and teaching

processes.
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0113233 Child, Family and Society

The course aim 1is to introduce students to the relationship of the child with
his/her family and society and the reciprocal effects on each others, which facilitate or
prohibit healthy growing by teachers and parents when raising children. Additionally,
the course includes ways of social growth, causes of family conflicts, relationship
