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e Strategic Thought :This course deals with the most important strategic ideas in
chronological order to expand the researchers' understanding of the evolution of this
thought as well as the characteristics of each generation. This course also introduces
the most important pioneers and the methodological basis of this thought so that the
researcher is familiar with the theoretical and conceptual frameworks on which this
thought as well as the strategic studies are based.
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e Public Policy Making :This course aims at introducing the concepts, bases, and rules
of public policy making and how a government draws up this policy based on the
principles of the state, the implementation of the policy, and the evaluation of its
effects. The course also introduces the methodology of qualitative and quantitative
assessment so that the student is able to evaluate the government's performance. The
course develops the student's discussion, analysis and evaluation skills in terms of
public policy through scientific method to be used in the preparation of strategies.
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e Research Techniques in Future Strategies :Techniques of scientific research in
strategies and futures: This course aims to empower the student with the knowledge
and skills related to quantitative and qualitative approaches and methods of strategies
and futures, with a focus on the limits and use of these approaches in a way that
contributes to the optimal reach of alternatives, future options, strategy, and its
repercussions. This course deals with the most important modern techniques and
methods used in strategic and future studies related to these methods and their
foundations, and then deals in detail with the most important quantitative and
qualitative methods and gives several models for how to use them by focusing on the
foundations of applying Delphi techniques, scenario and future wheel, and quadruple
analysis, study, and application.
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e Comparative International Strategies :This course aims at studying the principles of
international strategies, such as the strategies of the United States, Russia, China,
and the European Union, that influence the international relationships in the light of
contemporary international changes, and the impact of those strategies on the Arab
national security as well.
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Preparing and Making Strategies :This course aims at understanding the concepts,
bases and rules of making public strategies based on the state's public policies and
participating in the preparation, analysis, implementation, evaluation of those policies.
The course also aims at developing the student's ability to use qualitative and
guantitative methods of assessment to evaluate the general strategies of the
government and to analyze, prepare, and implement public strategies. The course is
also intended to develop the student's skills of analysis, evaluation, and research in
terms of the national strategies.

Strategies of Dealing with Ethnicities and Minorities :This course aims at
identifying the reality of ethnicities and minorities in the Arab region and pointing out
the most important problems they face. The course is also intended to indicate the
nature of their relationship with the Arab regimes and peoples and the strategy adopted
by the Arab countries to deal with these minorities and ethnicities in order to achieve
the national interests. In addition, the course aims at enabling the student to participate
in the development of Arab strategies of dealing with these minorities and ethnicities.
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Art of Strategic Negotiation :This course aims at studying the art of negotiation: its
importance, its concept and elements, the characteristics and principles, the controls of
negotiating processes, the stages of the negotiating process, and the scientific
dimensions of the negotiations in terms of the stages and the patterns of strategic
games they go through. The course also examines negotiation methods and skills in
the political, administrative and social fields. The course also aims at introducing
historical international crises and previous experiences in this field and the most
prominent examples of international strategic negotiations as well.
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e Crisis Management Strategy:

This course addresses the strategic management of crises from a strategic
perspective that clarifies the roots of interest in these crises, the development
of concepts to deal with it before and after its happened, and the effective
mechanisms to talk them. In addition, the course deals with strategic crises,
their types and characteristics, concepts, principles, methods, mechanisms,
enhanced understanding of students, their abilities and skills in strategic crisis

management.
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e Geopolitics and its strategies: The course addresses the factors affecting
the emergence and expansion of states, and then studying the final shape of
the state and the consequent problems with its neighbors. It sheds light on
natural conditions and resources, whether natural or human, that affect the
strength or weakness of the State. The course focuses on the relationship
between geopolitics and major strategies, both at the state level and the world

as a whole, and the problems of war and peace.
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e Jordanian National Strategy: This object aims at addressing

components, dimensions and elements of the Jordanian National Strategy in
various political, economic, social, cultural and security fields. In addition to
examining the most important pressures exerted on the Jordanian State,
whether direct or indirect, which affect the decision-maker of Jordan. As well
as the study of how to use these elements to develop, appropriate national

strategies to achieve national goals.
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Arab Security Strategies: This course aims at familiarizing Arab security
strategies to the students by defining their specificities and sectors. It also
aims to develop student's analytical capabilities of its strengths and
weaknesses, to motivate student's attention and develop mechanisms to
achieve them. The course discusses the concepts and aims of the general
security policy in the Arab countries, their vision, reality, motives and
determinants, analyzing the sectorial security strategies that have been
issued, and discusses the operational and temporary plans for these
strategies to assess them and identify obstacles to their implementation.
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e Strategies Of Regional Powers :

This course aims at identifying regional powers and their strategies that influence Arab national
security (Israel, Iran, Turkey, and Ethiopia). In addition, it addresses the impact of international and
regional forces on these strategies in the contemporary world.
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Media Strategies :This course aims to study in depth the concepts and the theories of
communication, media and public opinion and their relationship with each other, and their
relationship with the public to provide students with the necessary knowledge on how to use them to
influence opinion trends and to develop an appropriate media strategy. The course also tackles the
concepts and the theories of communication, public opinion and media, media strategy, and the study
of communication techniques in the society of knowledge in view of the technology revolution. The
course deals with trends and their changes via the study of public psychology, the arts of media
influence and its tools and mechanisms, the psychological warfare, propaganda and rumour in media,
and political marketing media; more importantly, the study of media strategy planning: its objectives,
structures, and characteristics.
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e Advanced Strategic Texts And Terminology In English

This course aims to provide students with basic terminology in the field of strategy. It
purports to enable students to comprehend and understand the basic terminology by
introducing them to some English texts in strategy and to some advanced and strategic
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topics. It also helps them to study practical examples of regional and global strategic
ISsues.
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e Future Studies :This course deals with the nature of the political thought. It focuses on the future
studies, origins of thought, the development phases of thought, generations, pioneers, main
foundations, concepts, principles, characteristics, and the most important theories and concepts in the
field of future studies. The course also provides an extensive survey of the seminal work and
literature written in this field in order to introduce the students to the related major schools of
political thought. Moreover, the course provides the students with essential skills necessary to
understand and analyses the political changes, and how to analyses and compose the alternative
scenarios by identifying the various possibilities of the path of political phenomenon. In addition,
students will study some international models of future strategic studies.
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e The Use of Force In International Relations :The aim of this course is to examine the
concept of force in international relations as a general and comprehensive concept based on
economic, political, military and human factors that affect each other. It also explores the use of
force as a decisive factor in achieving the policy of States in international relations and the
international community. In addition, the course considers the legal foundations and rules of
international law regarding the right of States to use or refrain from the use of force in their mutual
relations .
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e Scientific Research Methods: The course deals with how to write scientific research in political
science, international relations, and strategic studies, using scientific research methods. And linking
it to strategic analytical visions, its importance in interpreting and analyzing research results and
presenting methods of confronting them, how to choose a research topic and design a plan for its
implementation using future forward-looking methods in applied research in practice through some
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topics of strategic studies and providing it with skills related to issues of scientific research and

preparing it to be able to conduct research outlook.
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e Introduction To Strategic Studies :This course addresses the levels of the concept of
strategy; the study of the concepts, bases, models, and the scientific frames of strategy at the state
and institution level. It also deals with topics such as strategy from security, military and planning
perspectives; the basic stages and levels of strategic management building which involve analysis of
the internal and external environment of the organization; and the choice and development of
strategy. In addition to that, the course is concerned with the implementation and observation of
strategy together with applications of strategic management in some specialized fields. This practical

aspect forms a pivotal part of the course.
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e Principles Of Political Sciences

This course deals with the following headlines: definition of political sciences, its
relationship with other sciences, and the research methodology used in the field. It also
deals with the concept of state: its origin, theories concerning the formation and
development of state, and the different elements and forms of governments. Other subjects
to be discussed are: constitution, democracy, political institutions, civil and political rights,

functions of state, political parties; and interest groups and lobbies.
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e Great Power Strategies :This course will conduct a comparative study of the
strategy of the great powers to dominate Europe and the world from the
nineteenth century to the end of the twentieth century. It is also intended to
study the economic, political, social, and military aspects that have played a
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role in great powers' strategies (Britain, France, Germany, Russia, United
States of America, and Japan). Other areas to be studied include the strategy
of these countries in World War | and World War II, the Ussr and the us
strategies during the cold war, and the American post-cold war strategy. Other
topics that will receive due attention are the impact of great powers' strategy
on African, Asian, and Latin American peoples since the nineteenth century;
the strategy of military, cultural, and economic colony; military bases and
intervention.
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
